Z-adjectives need 7 before a noun (e.g., L9 D%, 5 &HULVA)
Before a Noun:
ULV-adjective: 7e LY 3.< (expensive clothes) - just add the adjective
Zi-adjective: L9 D% 517 x (quiet café) - make sure to add the “7%”
At the End of a Sentence - both need a “desu” after.
L\-adjective: €D —=F|F HELVTT (The cake is sweet)
Zi-adjective: h 7 Tl INWLTT (The café is clean)

Te-form (Connecting Adjectives):
