5. (nationality人) です。 (nationality-Jin) desu.  I am (nationality). 
- See all those ways to say countries up above? If you add 人 (jin) at the end, now 
you have a nationality. Write your nationality below.


Examples:

• アメリカ人 – Amerikajin – American

• 韓国人– Kankokujin – Korean

• スペイン人 – Supeinjin – Spanish (from Spain)

• オーストラリア人 – Oosutorariajin– Australian


6. (country)から来ました。 (country) kara kimashita. I’m from (country).

- Literally: I came from (country).

This is another way to say where you’re from. So, write in the country from the list I 
provided above.


7. (city/country)に住んでいます。 (city/country) ni sunde imasu. I live in (city/country).

- You can add in a country or city here.  Note: “sunde imasu” is the present 
progressive form (the “-ing” form) of “sumu ( 住む)” meaning “to live.”


8. 趣味は(hobby)です。 Shumi wa (hobby) desu. My hobby is (hobby).
